Due to limited seating capacity, there is not enough room for all who wish to attend at Hagi Hall.
So, a satellite venue will be set up at Lecture Room Building B, where attendees can watch a live
feed of the ceremony.

On the day of the ceremony, attendees will be redirected to the satellite venue once Hagi Hall
reaches capacity, so please arrive early. Thank you for your understanding.

Attendees CANNOT park in the Kawauchi Hagi Hall parking lot. Also, there is NO public parking
in the area around the venue. DO NOT come by car.

In order to reduce the risk of COVID-19 transmission, separate ceremonies will be held for
graduate and undergraduate students (about 30 minutes each). Attendance will be limited to
graduating students only.

1. To attend, you must be in good health and wear a mask.
You will not be permitted to attend under any of the following conditions.

» You have a fever of 1°C or higher above normal body temperature.

= You are experiencing impaired taste/smell, breathing difficulty, abnormal fatigue, coughing, sore
throat, etc.

= You have been in close contact with somebody who has tested positive for COVID-19.

= You recently entered Japan and have not yet completed the government-mandated quarantine
period.

= You have had close contact with someone who recently entered Japan and has not yet completed
the government-mandated quarantine period.

2. Graduate school students may enter the venue from 9:00 AM and must be seated by 9:40 AM. Please be
punctual.

Undergraduate faculty students may enter the venue from 11:10 AM and must be seated by 11:40 AM.
Please be punctual.

3. Please wear suitable (formal) attire for the graduation ceremony.

4. The following are prohibited at the venue & satellite venue:
© Smoking, eating, and drinking (except in designated areas)
© Wearing geta, wooden footwear, etc.
© Flammable or dangerous items (fireworks, party crackers, etc.)

5. To reduce the risk of COVID-19 transmission, students' parents/guardians cannot attend. However, we will
provide a live feed of the ceremony for the students' friends, relatives etc. that can be watched from the
below website.
